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As a result of increased healthcare requirements and the introduction of genetically modified foods, the problem of allergies is becoming a growing health problem [1]. The identification of potential allergenic proteins is usually done by scanning a database of allergenic proteins and locating known allergens with a high sequence similarity [2, 3]. However, this methodology will fail if a known allergen with similar sequence is not included in the database. 
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
