Master's Degree Program Civic and intercultural education in the secondary and high school 
1. Educational objectives
The MA program aims to ensure the improvement and upgrading of the theoretical and methodological preparation of trained pedagogical specialists in the field of civic and intercultural education by applying the modern achievements in the mentioned fields. 
The program is constructed on a broad interdisciplinary, intercultural and interactive basis, combining a competency-based approach and specialized scientific knowledge in the field of modern humanities, social, political and legal sciences (philosophy, history, geography, law, economics, etc.) with general pedagogical training. The program is implemented by both established and young lecturers.
2. Description
Education (knowledge and skills necessary for successful professional activity; general theoretical and specific training, etc.)
The MA Program includes 8 compulsory subjects and 4 elective subjects. The compulsory courses provide a total of 33 credits and the elective courses provide 8 credits. The curriculum also includes 2 compulsory internships, carrying a total of 4 credits, and one elective course.
The education is aimed at:
· Acquiring basic knowledge, skills and competences in the theory and practice of contemporary civic and intercultural education
· Developing basic competences in the field of contemporary didactics of civic and intercultural education
· Developing competences for the application of educational technologies in the teaching of civic and intercultural education
Professional and general competences, specific competences: 
Graduates of the programme expand their professional knowledge and competences, and apply them successfully in the educational process, including in the communication with young people in different types of schools.
Knowledge:
· on the foundations of civic and intercultural education - non-discrimination, respect for dignity, freedom, equality, the rule of law and democratic citizenship;
· on the key concepts of democratic society, such as power, equality, justice;
· on the development of political philosophy in the Western world and the historical experience of the 20th century as fundamental to the construction of citizenship;
· related to awarness, understanding and application of the principles of democracy and the rule of law;
· related to the constitutional structure in Bulgaria and the rights of Bulgarian citizens;
· specifying the role of civil society and the democratically functioning state and EU institutions;
· broadening awareness of the economic processes in Bulgaria, the EU and the world in the context of the environmental and demographic problems of our time and the sustainable development;
· relevant to intercultural interactions and different policies for the protection of minority rights in Bulgaria and Europe.
Skills for:
· project development and management;
· constructive dialogue, debate, negotiation;
· teamwork;
· conflict resolution in an intercultural social environment;
· selecting and applying a system of educational techniques and technologies according to the specific thematic content of the educational subject; 
· advocating an active civic position on major issues of the political, historical, social and economic development of society, the EU and the contemporary global world.
Competencies - personal and professional:
· cognitive competences such as critical thinking, constructive participation in dialogue and debate, constructive communication in different contexts and social settings related to democratic culture (as defined by the Council of Europe);
· for application of interdisciplinarity to the formation of democratic culture as a factor for effective civic education
· institutional literacy creating opportunities for interaction between formal and non-formal education on the one hand, and real political and social life on the other;
· social and civic competence in relation to the dynamics of the global world, in the context of contemporary geopolitical realities, as well as to the evolving social and cultural environment at regional and national level;
· ecological competence as a complex of professional qualities, allowing the specialists to apply a model of education aimed at environmentally friendly solutions in the interaction of students with the surrounding natural and social world;
· digital competence in its main dimensions (according to the European Commission's Digital Competence Framework).
Opportunities for internships and placements:
The application of the Academic credit transfer system is developed on the basis of the European academic credit transfer system in the countries of the European Union, creating conditions for academic mobility and international comparability of the acquired knowledge and acquired skills. The existing traditions of participation of students in programs with European funding, including the Erasmus+ program, open a wide access to the European educational area.
The basic foundation for the implementation of internships in the field of research and professional-practical activities of students are the international agreements concluded by the project partner universities aiming at carrying out research projects jointly with other institutions outside the country as well as at visiting partner research centers, NGOs and administrative units at different levels of government - state institutions, regional and municipal governments, town halls.
Admission Requirements:
According to the Regulations for admission to the Master's educational and qualificational degree, acquisition of Bachelor's educational and qualificational degree is required for admission to the MA program. Admission is open to candidates with acquired professional qualification "teacher" with professional fields 2.2. History and Archaeology, 1.3. Pedagogy of education in..., 3.1. Sociology, anthropology, cultural sciences, 2.3. Philosophy, 4.4. Earth Sciences. The period of study is 2 semesters. 
Admission is done through an interview on issues of civic and intercultural education in school. Applicants are tested on their speaking and communication skills.
