The book studies religiousness as a social psychological and communication
phenomenon and aims at exploring the main transformations of identity in postmodern epoch.
Different approaches to religiousness in the social sciences have been outlined, as well as the
main methodological problems in its research. Among the functions of religiosity, several main
groups have been outlined: psychological, social, cultural, educational-ethical, and power
functions. Universal narratives and archetypal images that are present in all cultures, religions
and times have been explored. Based on the studies, it can be concluded that the ideas and
narratives related to life after death, Last Judgment, retribution and punishment, predestination
and rebirth/resurrection are archaic, archetypal and universal. They have become the main core
of all classical religious doctrines. Thus, two main levels of culture can be outlined - the first,
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the basic and deep level is built on universal motives, rituals and beliefs. The second level that
upgrades the first is expressed in specific social psychological attitudes and symbols that are
communicated in the specific cultural region or time. Thus, if at the universal level it can be
spoken about one human civilization and religious culture, on the second level, on the level of
local cultures, many religious identities and expressions exist.

In the era of postmodernism religion has not only revived, but, according to many
researchers, there is an intensive process of desecularization. Thus, it turns out that religiosity
is inevitably incorporated into the very concept of postmodernity. Paradoxically, together with
the denial of modernity, archaization, conservation, and fundamentalization of believers takes
place, and premodern worldviews are being restored. However, this fact is not only valid for
certain geographical regions or for the Muslim countries. Large-scale sociological surveys in
the world demonstrate that there is a rise in religiosity on a global scale. There is a strong
process of desecularization that develops in the contemporary world. The "economic
hypothesis™ or "poverty hypothesis” has often been cited as the cause of this phenomenon.
Based on the results obtained from the WVS and from the EV'S, however, this hypothesis turns
out to be only partially valid, and the monograph proposes another main hypothesis that links
religious sentiment to the strength of collectivism in different regions of the world.

The discourse of identity is a complex phenomenon in which many factors intertwine -
specific communication context and events, values and attitudes in the community, collective
self-evaluation, cultural memory and attitude to the past. The last three elements — collective
self-esteem, cultural memory and attitude to the past — represent a social psychological
construct for both the individual community and each specific time frame. The monograph
looks at different approaches to identity in the social sciences — essentialist, constructivist,
characterological, discursive and outlines their advantages, but also some limitations. Although
there is one phenomenal or fundamental social reality such as culture, nation, or religious
community, empirical research demonstrates the existence of many different social realities
from the perspective of each community and even from the perspective of each individual. In
such a way, in relation to identity narratives, a proposal is made that the awareness or even the
truthfulness of the message is not so important, and in the spirit of Jiirgen Habermas, what is
important is the public consensus, or the agreement of communicators about a certain
knowledge, assessment or opinion related to the community.

The components of religious identity can be summarized in four main categories:
philosophical-ideological doctrine, ritualistic actions, moral-ethical code and spatio-temporal
dimensions. Identity crises and reformulations of religiosity are also studied at both individual
and community levels. The emphasis is placed on multiculturalism and tolerance in the
postmodern world, and the book discusses the merits and the challenges related to the concept
of tolerance.

The monograph takes a critical position to the widely used method in the social sciences
and in intercultural communication in particular, where, following the example of Hofstede, the
same questionnaire is created for polling in different cultures, and then the results are compared
in common tables and graphs. This turns out to be impossible not only due to the fact that
different numbers of respondents were interviewed in Bulgaria, Ecuador and India at different
times, but also due to the fact that questions that make sense to Bulgarians and Ecuadorians
turn out to be incomprehensible to Indians, and vice versa. From the answers of the respondents,
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it can be seen that what unites Bulgarians is the respect for traditions, folklore and cultural
heritage. National and especially religious holidays become an important part of Bulgarian
family and collective life. In Ecuador the empirical research confirms the hypothesis that, even
today, the strong connection with nature is extremely important for the Ecuadorians. However,
contrary to the preliminary hypothesis, most Indian respondents do not demonstrate strong
religiosity. Thus, when comparing the Bulgarian and Indian data, it can be seen that many
informants in Bulgaria and India do not share the traditional religious beliefs, while in Ecuador
92% of the respondents claim that they strongly believe in God and adhere to the traditional
beliefs that are part of the Christian religion.

Based on the comparative analysis of the data obtained in Bulgaria, Ecuador and India,
three main models of religiosity can be outlined. The first one is the traditional model, where
people adhere to traditional values and beliefs (particularly prominent in Ecuador). The second
model is that of resistance and it is represented in India. Religious feelings and concepts are
emphasized in it as a struggle and opposition to other dominant religious ideologies. In such a
way, religiosity functions as a tool for individual and collective self-affirmation. And the third
model is that of the open culture, which is represented by individuals who perceive religion
primarily as a set of cultural or ethical principles. New or different concepts and ideas are most
easily integrated into this model.

The other fourth model of religiosity is represented by the Japanese culture. It is
expressed in a complete synthesis of fundamentally different religious ideas and beliefs
considered to be more a cultural than a religious product. However, this does not mean that the
Japanese are "irreligious™ and "unspiritual”, as it has often been claimed in the scientific
literature. The own field studies and ethnographical interviews confirm that religious identity
and beliefs are implicit, hidden, and sometimes even unconscious mental constructs. It is
necessary to ask many and a wide variety of questions to the informants in order to arrive at
these conclusions. In this sense, the Japanese perceptions of religiosity and spirituality are very
different from the Western notions. The sense of universality and unity that is deeply rooted in
both Shintoism and Buddhism prompts people to accept different beliefs and rituals and to
homogenize religious practices rather than to differentiate them. The specificity of Japanese
religiosity is related not only to specific Japanese beliefs and understandings, but also to the
way in which they are expressed. Thus silence and quiteness play a significant role in Japanese
culture not only as an expression of religious feelings, but also as a special tool for achieving
supernatural experiences.

In such a way, the postmodern world represents a variety of religious sentiments and
attachments. The comparative studies in Bulgaria, Ecuador, India and Japan outline
fundamentally different models of perception of the higher transcendental reality and of its
communication in the social and cultural space.

This study examines the social psychological phenomenon of rumors during the global
pandemic of 2020-2022, focusing on the case of Bulgaria. Messages from a closed online group
(254 participants) with a thematic profile related to traditional remedies were analyzed. Content
analysis revealed the most prevalent beliefs about the COVID-19 pandemic, such as “10% of
vaccinated individuals will die within 5 years” and “the pandemic is aimed at destroying small
businesses,” among others. It is argued that rumors and conspiracy theories thrive during times
of social crisis and uncertainty. Moreover, it is highlighted that individuals often tend to hold
onto false beliefs even when presented with evidence that contradicts them. The study
concludes that four factors play a significant role in maintaining misconceptions: (1) the need
to reduce stress, (2) low levels of education, (3) cultural memory and traumatic past experiences
that shape present judgments, and (4) the phenomenon of mental schemas, making it harder for
individuals to change their established beliefs and opinions. These four factors contribute to
people’s resistance to accepting new information that contradicts their familiar mental schemas.
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By providing accurate information and facilitating open discussions about existing
misconceptions, communication specialists can help counter conspiracy theories that
undermine the efforts of governments and public institutions.

This publication analyzes the report of the Reporters without Borders (RSF) and the
World Press Freedom Index in relation to the cultural values in different societies. Its main
statement is that the political and social processes in a given country are predetermined by the
cultural values deeply rooted in the collective consciousness. The research demonstrates that
there is a special interrelation between cultural values and freedom of speech. Highly
individualized societies are placed on the top of the ranking in the World Press Freedom Index,
while more collectivistic cultures take lower places. Also, the paper claims that the ranking of
the Reporters without Borders may show the current situation in the press but it should not be
applied to other media and forms of speech, such as the digital media or the social protests.
Bulgaria is an example of a country where the press is influenced by political and business
interests. Simultaneously, if there is a pressure exercised on the traditional media, there is
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practically no regulation in the digital ones, where during the pandemic of COVID-19 fake
news, rumors and conspiracy theories have been widely spread. This fact proves that the
freedom of speech is a result of the existing cultural values and that a balance should be
achieved between the individual freedoms and rights, on the one hand, and the media regulation
and media education, on the other.

This paper studies populism in political communication in relation to the social
psychological phenomenon of rumours, and outlines the main mechanisms and transformations
of populism in the context of a global pandemic. For this reason, the method of discourse
analysis is preferred. Today, the Internet has become a favorable environment for the spread of
rumors, where entire virtual communities based on rumors have even established. Rumors and
conspiracy theories emerge in times when there is a need for understanding. Having clear,
although wrong, explanations for events and phenomena becomes more important to
individuals and societies than maintaining uncertainty in the search for truth. The results of the
study show that it is not clear whether populist politicians base their discourses on already
widespread rumors or by spreading rumors they give rise to conspiracy theories, highlighting
the uncertainty in society and thus achieving their goals to increase their influence on voters.
The paper studies the Bulgarian Party VVazrazdane, which gained particular popularity during
the global Covid-19 pandemic, when its populist speeches were based mostly on conspiracy
beliefs and claims.

Artificial intelligence nowadays has transformed the main characteristics of mass and
interpersonal communication.

The paper presents some of the most common theories about rumors such as those of Gordon
Allport and Jean-Noel Kapferer. Its main thesis is that in every epoch the spread of rumors
reflects the development of mass media. If during the Second World War rumors were spread
by word of mouth and even with the help of the media, then in the age of the Internet virtual
communities based on rumors appeared. This trend is further amplified during the Covid-19
pandemic, when rumors and conspiracy theories flourish in the virtual environment. The
traditional media is engaged in debunking rumors, but they are not always successful. One of
the psychological explanations for the proliferation of conspiracy theories on the Internet in the
time of Covid-19 is that individuals seek certainty and they would rather believe even in
falsehoods than maintain uncertainty, which is associated with high levels of stress.

This paper presents the perceptions of silence in two Romani (Gipsy) cultures in Europe —
Bulgaria and Finland. On the basis of field studies and two in-depth interviews, conducted in
the towns of Mikkeli (Finland) and Ihtiman (Bulgaria), it outlines the attitudes of the European
Roma people towards "being marginalized" and "silenced”. Silence is perceived by them in
terms of "being different” and "being sometimes ashamed". In the Romani culture there is a
special relationship between "silence”, "pride” and "shame™ as a specific worldview and a
mechanism of constructing both the personal and the collective ethnic identities. The paper also
studies the phenomenon of self-silencing as a strategy of coping with undesirable situations that
seem to disturb the mental well-being of two individuals. It underlines the need for raising the
awareness of education within the Roma community in Europe and concludes that it is
necessary to differentiate between "cultural™ and "non-cultural™ practices in the educational
system.

Locus of control is a psychological term used to describe the extent to which individuals believe
they can control their own destiny. Although in the academic literature it is studied mainly in
relation to personalities, the locus of control is embedded in culture and is acquired by
individuals through upbringing, education and the role of the media. An own empirical study
shows that there is a serious discrepancy between the consciously declared locus of control by
the respondents and the actual beliefs of the Bulgarians. The openly stated locus of control
varies from strong and moderate internal to mixed locus of control. However, a number of
practices in the Bulgarian colloquial speech points to the conclusion that there is an external
locus of control of which most of the Bulgarians are unaware.

This paper explores the religious beliefs of Indians and Bulgarians and the ways in which they
have been modified during the postmodern period, as well as certain universal and specifically
cultural beliefs that characterize the two nations.

The paper studies the process of transculturalization in religion and its impact on the European
cultures. On the basis of the statistical data received from The European Values Survey (EVS)
and The World Values Survey (WVS) it discusses the rise of religiousness in contemporary
world. Although religiousness might be related to the economic characteristics of the given
society, it is not necessarily due to the level of satisfaction/ dissatisfaction in life, as some
scholars state. Rather, on the basis of the surveys this paper claims that there is another factor
that is much more prevalent in societies with high religiousness. This factor is collectivism.
According to the data societies with high religiousness are by rule highly collectivistic too,
while individualistic societies exhibit less religiousness. This also means that religiousness
might be an intrinsic characteristic of individuals in the individualistic societies and
predominantly extrinsic characteristic in highly collectivistic communities. The paper discusses
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also the popularization of the belief in reincarnation in Europe. Three basic hypotheses are
proposed in this relation — demographic, cultural and social psychological.

On the basis of a cross-cultural comparative analysis this paper studies the ideas of death and
rebirth in two cultures — India and Bulgaria. The results of the empirical research show that
there is a significant shift in the perception of religion in the two countries. In Hinduism the
phenomenon of death is tightly intertwined with the concepts of karma and reincarnation.
Although it has been an ancient tradition in India there are many people nowadays who do not
share the belief in reincarnation. While in Bulgaria, where the Christian church has officially
denied the existence of rebirth, this concept is not so unusual. Thus, in postmodernity there is a
process of cultural transfusion of ideas, in which new beliefs are incorporated into old
traditional systems. In such a way, the old systems of thought are rejuvenated, so that
individuals gain sense, meaning and purpose in their lives. The paper also investigates the
interrelation between the concepts of fate/karma, on the one hand, and death, on the other. In
outlining the postmodern thinking, the paper also introduces the concept of “cultural
transfusion”, designating with this term the incorporation of new ideas into old belief systems
without the latter to undergo significant or major transformations.

The paper analyzes 28 publications in the international press, dedicated to the presidential
elections in Bulgaria in November, 2016. On the basis of the analysis it concludes that the image
of Bulgaria is most often negative. The results of the presidential elections, as well as the
reasons that lead to them, are presented in the most cases superficially and schematically. There
are also serious gaps in the knowledge about Bulgaria. Moreover, a central theme in the
international press becomes not the country Bulgaria but the call of the newly elected president
for an end of the EU sanctions towards Russia. The image of the South Eastern European
country is stereotypical and is based on the perception of “post-socialism”, “closeness to
Russia”, “poverty” and “corruption”. This also means that the image is predominately negative.
In conclusion the paper states that there is a need of management and PR of the Bulgarian
national image in order to create a more balanced and realistic image of Bulgaria.

According to the concept of transculturalization in contemporary society there is an
establishment of cultural communities, which do not coincide with the borders of the national
states but exist beyond and often against them. The transcultural identities, such as the identities
of the ethnic diasporas and religious groups, are deteritorialized. This means that they do not
have particular territories, such as the territories of the local and national communities. Thus,
new cultural borders appear, which, in comparison with the traditional borders, are spiritual and
non-material and are related to specific traditions, customs, languages and values, maintained
in the frames of the cultural community. Although they cannot be seen on the geographical
map, they are strong enough to determine and frame the social space of the community.
Together with this they are not fixed but can easily move within space and time. In such a way,
autonomous cultural groups appear. Although they exist within the territory of the national
state, in reality they surpass its borders. Moreover, the culture of the immigrants not only forge
transcultural identities but it challenges some of the most important European values and ideals.
In analyzing the processes of transculturalization and of the rise of the religious consciousness,
this paper discusses some of the problems related to the integration of immigrants and refugees
on the European continent.

This paper studies cultural distance and the ways, in which it can influence perceptions of
cultures, people, social and psychological phenomena. There are two main foci in the present
research. The first is the significant differences between the Japanese and Western conceptions
of religion. And the second is the methodological challenges that can be experienced by non-
Japanese researchers when they are confronted with the specific Japanese worldview. The study
is based on the findings of 27 ethnographical interviews conducted in the Kansai region of
Japan and registered on tapes. Although there is a common belief that Japanese are “non-
religious”, “non-spiritual”, and “non-metaphysical”, on the basis of the interviews conducted
this paper claims that Japanese religious identity exists and that it can be defined as a conscious
or subconscious drive to the supra-natural. It can also be expressed in many different forms,
such as bowing down, praying, meditating, chanting, contemplating, etc. However, the
Japanese conceptions of religiousness have very little in common with the European or
American concepts of religion. The Japanese worldview is based on synthesis, while the
Western worldview is grounded on differentiation. In the clash of the two diametrically opposite
perceptions misunderstandings and miscommunication can occur. Thus, for a long time
researchers have read Japanese meanings through Western codes. In learning how to decipher
local codes, new meanings start to emerge. In such a way, the reconciliation of the two
conflicting perspectives brings higher level of knowledge and understanding of culture.

Self-perception, or the image that a collective holds of itself, is responsible for the formation of
both individual and collective identity. At the same time, images of self and of the "other" are
reflections and constructions of social reality and do not necessarily coincide with reality itself.
The idea of the nation as an image is emphasized by proponents of both constructivist and
discourse approaches, who see the nation as a text and a message to be conveyed. Based on the
constructivist and discourse approach, the paper analyzes 1000 interviews conducted in
Ecuador. The national identity of Ecuadorians, their self-esteem and national self-perceptions
are explored. The results obtained give reason to conclude that Ecuadorians are highly religious,
with 92% of the interviewed claiming that they strongly believe in God.

Silence has been studied in relation to basic cultural parameters, such as high/low context,
collectivism/individualism, masculinity/femininity, high/low power distance. Thus, silence in
Japan has often been attributed to the high context, collectivism, masculinity and high power
distance in the Japanese society. However, in the cross-cultural comparison between Finland
and Japan it becomes clear that Finland is an individualistic culture with low power distance,
low context of communication and high femininity. Yet, there are similarities in the way silence
is perceived, used and appreciated in the two countries. Thus, this paper claims that no
dichotomies, as the above mentioned characteristics, can comprehend such a complex
phenomenon as silence. This is why the paper proposes three main hypotheses. According to
the first one, silence can dawn in societies, where a special emphasis is put on listening.
According to the second hypothesis, the preference for silence might be generated by the high
value attributed to privacy in Finland and Japan. The choice of privacy might also be related to
a special sensitivity to communication feedbacks, ‘face saving’ and communication
apprehension in certain communication situations. And according to the third hypothesis,
silence can also be triggered by emotions, which are both individual and universal and which
are not necessarily culture specific. This is the way silence has been used by various religious
and spiritual traditions. This is the case also of the Japanese Zen Buddhism where silence is
perceived as an existential and transcendental phenomenon. The latter can only be attained and
realized experientially.

The study of the Ecuadorian cultural identity, presented in this paper, is based on interviews of
1000 people in the coastal area of Ecuador. The results of the interviews show that the
Ecuadorian people ground their national pride predominantly on the uniqueness of the
Ecuadorian nature. Thus, the paper discusses the main constituents of the Ecuadorian cultural
identity, which contribute to its specificity and uniqueness and which differentiate it from the
other Latin American identities. Also, the research is focused on the level of ethnocentric
consumerism in Ecuador and on its relation to the Ecuadorian national identity. An important
finding of this paper is that the Ecuadorian people are rather religious and that religiousness has
a special importance in both the Ecuadorian private lives and in the public sphere. This is why
also the paper claims that religious feelings form the core of the Ecuadorian cultural identity,
although not all the individuals might be aware of this fact. Finally, the paper discusses the
relationship between national and civilizational identities in the Ecuadorian case, or between
the ‘Ecuadorianness’ and the ‘Latin Americanness” of the Ecuadorian people. In most of the
cases the two identities are seen as a pair, where each one of the two compliments the other,
rather than suppressing or competing with it. Thus, on the basis of the interviews a model of
the Ecuadorian cultural identity is outlined.

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The paper presents an own study conducted in India where 40 students were asked to answer
open-ended questions in a questionaire about the first thing that comes to their mind when they
think about the following nationalities. Among the various national groups, the Bulgarians are
also mentioned. The existing void in ideas is striking, which is mainly filled with the most
general ideas and attitudes or with stereotypes. So, the Indians write that Bulgaria is
"somewhere in Europe”, part of Eastern Europe or part of the socialist bloc, and some even
write that it was part of the Soviet Union. The lack of sufficient knowledge about Bulgaria is a
prerequisite for generating stereotypes and even wrong assumptions. Finally, the article
concludes that an important strategy for building a positive national image is to reduce negative
stereotypes by addressing predominantly positive messages to different audiences.

The main thesis of this study is that if in the age of modernity religious and cultural models
completely or almost completely coincide, in postmodernism new forms of religiosity appear,
which do not overlap with cultural models and often diverge from them. The study also argues
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that cultural dimensions, such as high/ low context of communication, polychronic/
monochronic time, individualism/ collectivism, femininity/ masculinity, universalism/
particularism, etc. are formed and presupposed by the values that religions impose. However,
postmodernism undermines the notion of sociality and initiates identity crises. In this way,
religiosity rises and conservatism intensifies as a reaction against the imposed globalization and
cultural homogenization. In the social sciences the revival of religion is most often explained
with the so-called ,,economic thesis. It was tested on the basis of the data obtained by the
World Values Studies (WVS), but it turned out that the economic hypothesis is only partially
valid. Therefore, the phenomenon of postmodern religiosity should be considered as a complex
set of interdependencies. The results received by the own empirical study clearly show that
religion in Bulgaria, as well as in most of the countries of the European Union, is increasingly
perceived as a cultural heritage and following the traditions, rather than as an active personal
choice. Based on the data from the WVS, this study hypothesizes the interdependence between
individualism / collectivism as a core value in society and the level of religiosity in it.
