In 2011, the archaeological survey of the site “Western Gate of Serdica” was resumed. The site
was first investigated between 1972 and 1980, during which most of the architectural remains,
including the West Gate itself, were uncovered. This work aims to present and analyse both the
results of the latest archaeological survey and the project for the conservation, restoration, and
display of the structures, as well as the establishment of the Archaeological Park of the West
Gate of Serdica.

The information is organised into two corresponding parts. The first part presents the results of
the research from the period 2011 — 2016, focusing on the Roman and Late Antique eras. In some
sections, data from the excavations conducted between 1972 and 1980 is included. The second
part discusses the socialisation of the site within the context of Sofia's archaeological heritage.

Part I. Archaeological survey. Description and dating of the excavated archaeological structures.

The introduction to Part I presents the site’s history from the period following the Liberation of
Bulgaria onwards and details the history of its exploration. During the first period of excavation,
the main elements of the fortification were uncovered, including a gate, a pentagonal gate tower,
a section of the main fortification wall, a triangular tower, and a proteichisma. A significant
discovery was the two pieces of a construction inscription testifying to the construction of the
first wall of Serdica during the joint reign of the emperors Marcus Aurelius and Commodus.

Chapter I focuses on the elements of fortification. Much of the information available is thanks to
earlier studies of the site and of other locations in the town. Continued research has enabled us to
refine this information and introduce some new observations and hypotheses.

The gate, as it has come down to us, bears the traces of several successive reconstructions. None
can be definitively attributed to the time before the 4th century AD, despite hypothetical
reconstructions of a late 2nd century AD gate in the literature, which the site lacks archaeological
evidence of. The traces of the gate structure in the 5th and 6th centuries are presented and a
hypothesis is proposed for the presence of a double-leaf hinged door in the 5th/6th centuries,
rather than a cataract, replaced towards the end of the 6th century by a double-leaf door on
pivoted axes.



The northern gate tower has the shape of a pentagon, the pointed front of which extends up to 9
m beyond the outer front of the gate. The foundation of the tower is structurally connected to that
of the stone gate sidewalls, indicating they were built together. There is a distinct joint between
the tower and the fortress wall to the north along with a difference in the mortar used. Another
interesting detail is that the stone plinth of the tower is located approx. 0.30 m lower than those
of the curtain wall, which was built of similar reused architectural elements.

The fortress wall extends approximately 60 m north of the gate. In this part of the city it consists
of two adjacent belts, built at different times. At around 34 m from the gate, the wall turns
northeast.

The maximum total width of the superstructure of the two walls adjacent to each other is 4 m.
The latest survey confirmed the different stages in its construction and attempted to date them
more accurately.

At the turn of the wall in the northeastern direction lies a triangular fortress tower, whose
external outline was uncovered during the earlier archaeological excavations.

Its substructure of river boulders and mortar has been preserved, structurally connected to the
later fortress wall. In plan, it forms an isosceles triangle with sides measuring 9 m each.

The presence of ditches in front of the fortress walls has been detected. At this point in the
research of Serdica, it seems that in all periods of its existence, ditches were present in the
fortification system of the city. Future research would clarify to what extent these structures were
of a permanent nature and whether they surrounded the whole city or were built at times of
danger, in particular, more vulnerable places.

Chapter II. Street Network.

The urban layout and the street network of Serdica have been repeatedly commented on in the
literature. Thanks to extensive research in Sofia in recent decades, new data on the organization
of Serdica's streets during the different historical periods of its existence has been added to the
previously known information. The renewed archaeological survey of the Western Gate has also
contributed to enriching the data on the urban layout of Serdica. Between 2011 and 2016,
approximately 16 m of the decumanus maximus of late antique/early Byzantine date, an earlier
decumanus and a cardo from the first half of the 2nd century AD were excavated. The survey
revealed the presence of a total of four stone street pavements in depth and the complete
continuity of the course of the canal, which functioned beneath the streets probably from the late
2nd to 6th centuries AD. All the pavements have a subbase of earth and stone fraction (crushed
limestone) in varying concentrations.

Chapter III. Sanitation and water supply.

The city's sanitary sewers can hardly be separated from the streets to which they are connected
and beneath which, in most cases, they run. I consider a central sewer to be one constructed
beneath the street pavements, and a secondary sewer to be one that connects separate buildings
and/or structures to the sewers beneath the streets. In addition to the sewers under the decumanus



maximus and the cardo, several other drains have been investigated in the area of the Western
Gate, which carried sewage either to the central drains under the streets or directly outside the
walls.

Water supply. A large quantity of ceramic water pipes was also found on the site. Their
orientation is generally consistent with that of the streets and associated drains, but they are set
higher than the sewer bottoms. In most cases, it has been difficult to determine their exact date
and the direction of water transmission. All pipes are formed with a socket on one side and a
collar on the other, whereby the socket of one pipe enters the collar of the next.

Chapter IV. Architecture.

Within the archaeological site of the "Western Gate of Serdica", no entire insulae have been
preserved. Instead, parts of buildings are found, making their interpretation difficult.
Nevertheless, architectural remains, Morar ga ObJaT pa3OJIOKEHU B CICAHUTE TIEPHOIN ChC
CBHOTBETHUTE UM XapakTepucTuku: 1st — 2nd century AD (prior to the construction of the first
fortification wall); Second half of the 2nd — late 3rd/early 4th century AD; the end of the 4th and
in the 5th century AD; second half of the 5th century AD to 6th century AD.

Chapter V is a summary of the information presented so far and an attempt to place the site
within the context of the city, and the city within the context of the Roman Empire.

Part II. The Western Gate of Serdica — Conservation, Restoration, Display and Socialisation.

The project for the conservation, restoration and socialisation of the structures of the site The
Western Gate of Serdica represents the logical conclusion of the archaeological survey,
conducted in two stages so far. It has also been developed as the first stage of a larger plan,
considering the fact that the archaeological survey has not been finalised and that the site has
potential for future archaeological excavations, the results of which should also be preserved and
presented to the public.

Chapter I. Management of the archaeological heritage. Terms and definitions. Concepts.
Regulations.

This chapter presents the main modern concepts and definitions in the field of conservation and
management of archaeological cultural heritage. The main international legal instruments —
conventions, charters, resolutions, recommendations elaborated by international institutions, the
Council of Europe, etc. are briefly presented.

Chapter II. Conservation, Restoration and Presentation of the Western Gate of Serdica.

This chapter details the realisation of the project for the construction of the Archaeological Park
“Western Gate of Serdica”, finalised in 2017. It traces all conservation and restoration work on
the site, preceding this project.

All activities of this project and their impact on the authentic appearance of the archaeological
structures were critically examined. During the discussion, some problematic points were
highlighted, and alternative solutions were proposed.



Chapter III. The Western Gate of Serdica in the context of the archaeological heritage of Sofia.
This chapter aims to place this particular site within the wider context of the rich archaeological
heritage of our capital city. To this purpose, it briefly traces the history of the protection of
archaeological monuments in Sofia and examines the different elements that constitute the
management of archaeological heritage in the city — legislation, archaeological research,
conservation and restoration, exposure and socialisation, etc.

As a result of what has been discussed so far, several lines of examination have emerged. These
are generally the elements of archaeological heritage management — legislation, institutions,
archaeological research, conservation and restoration, related education, urban planning,
socialisation of the elements of archaeological heritage and communication with the public. As it
is not certain that this is within the power of one person, experts involved in the conservation and
management of Sofia's archaeological heritage have a long and interesting journey ahead of
them.

Formally
represented are bowls, jugs, pots, pot covers, amphorae and amphora-like vessels. The pottery
corresponds to that of Thrace and neighbouring provinces and can be dated to the late 3rd/early
4th century AD.

After a one-year break, the last stage of the site's exploration was completed before its
transformation into the Western Gate of Serdica Archaeological Park. During this period, the
ditch in front of the fortress walls was excavated, in which a wooden support for a bridge was
discovered in remarkably good condition. Two more trenches, probably ditches from different
historical periods, were found. A considerable amount of remains of structures predating the
construction of the fortress wall in the last quarter of the 2nd century were uncovered. The
channel under the decumanus maximus has been excavated. Four successive pavements of the
street have been identified, attesting to periods of its functioning related to urban changes in the
city.

In 2011 was resumed the archaeological investigation in the area of the West Gate of the ancient
town. The results from the excavations gave a chance to precise some of the existing statements,
to confirm others and to reject some as unconvincing.

The results from the first excavations (1974-1980) and the new one (2011-2013) are represented
in brief. For the first time we publish detail drawings of the archaeological structures.

The resumed investigation allows to be precised some of the observations over the first fortifying
wall from the past, the reconstructions during III-IV c. AD and the erection of the last wall, made
of bricks. We assumed earlier triangle tower at the turn of the city wall to the Northwest
(probably from III-IV c. AD). The observations on the masonry of the latest wall, some other
structures with similar construction as well as on general urbanization tendencies in early
byzantine Serdica, allows us to suggest that the erection of the new fortifying line have been
accomplished in the last decades of V and the beginning of the VI c. AD. It wasn’t confirmed the
existence of some elements of the city gate and the wall from the First Bulgarian kingdom.

This article represents a newfound votive relief of Dionysus, dated in II-III c. A. D. found during
rescue excavations of Metro station 8-II in Sofia, Bulgaria. Small pies of the god’s body are
preserved in which on the basis of parallels we may recognize the god Dionysus as well as part
of the figure of some of his traditional companions — perhaps a young Silenus. The situation of
its discovery is interesting — in a dwelling area of a private home. In the same room one more
votive plate was discovered (with Thracian Horseman depicted). This may be an example for
worshiping a deity/deities in domestic shrines — lararium, but no other traces of it except these
plates have come to us.

The purpose of this article is to add some new details to the already known urban appearance of
ancient and late antique Serdica. The observations are primarily based on the latest
archaeological survey of the Western Gate area of the city, but the results of excavations from
other sites investigated in the last decade and earlier are also considered. The archaeological site
has now been transformed into a tourist site and some of its elements will never again be
accessible to science. It therefore seems important to me to try to present them while my
impressions are still fresh and future researchers, and I will not have to rely solely on the
documentation produced. Since the full processing and interpretation of the archaeological
materials and information acquired during the excavations is still incomplete, I present here some
interesting and hitherto unknown details of the appearance of the city gate and its adjacent
elements of the fortification, layout, street network and sewerage of Serdica in the period of the
2" _ early 7th century AD.

Attention is drawn to the fact that archaeological values are authentic
testimonies of past processes and phenomena, documents which, in the form they come down to
us, can tell stories. In this sense, every authentic piece of history that reaches us from the depths
of time is an invaluable testimony to the past we are trying to reconstruct. Each ruin bears
witness to the reasons for its destruction, as well as to its fate before or after. By changing the
appearance of an archaeological structure, we destroy a document forever and lose or modify the
information it carries. Archaeological heritage is an irretrievable resource and therefore needs
very specific protection. The value of this heritage is multi-layered and multi-directional. For
these reasons, emphasis is placed on the need to preserve the authentic appearance of
archaeological monuments.

This article presents the results of a rescue archaeological investigation on the territory of the
western necropolis of Serdica. At 6 Ivan Denkoglu Str., a masonry grave was found, covered
with stone slabs. The burial chamber is 0.86 to 0.90 m wide (depending on whether the plaster is
preserved) and 2 m long, with a depth of 1.60 m. The walls were covered with fine lime (stucco).
Traces of painting were recorded at the bottom of the walls and were represented by red, blue
and white sections, but the decoration pattern cannot be restored. The tomb was looted in ancient
times. A human skeleton in a disturbed anatomical order, belonging to an individual aged 4050
years, and several glass vessels were found in it. The body was dressed in gold woven textile.
There are no clear chronological indications, but the glass vessels allow the grave to be dated to
the end of 3rd — the middle of the 4th c. AD.

Antique tomb, discovered during a rescue archaeological survey at the 6 "Yanko Sakuzov" Str. in
Sofia. The skeletons date to the Early Middle Ages — 10™ — 11th centuries AD, according to the
finds found with them. On a preliminary state of investigation two bone fragments out of 32
frontal and one out of 17 occipital bones present defects — pits, after trauma on the frontal
fragments and perforation on the occipital. They could have been caused by a battle incident or
could have been obtained after complete or incomplete trepanation/cauterization.

IMpunoxenue 24. Handmade roman pottery — questions unasked and answers unsought. — Studia
Archaeologica Universitatis Serdicensis, 7, 2022 [2017], 153-178.

The article concerns the handmade pottery in the period I — beginning of the 7th century from
present-day Bulgarian lands — material that begins to find a proper place in the scientific



literature. Despite previous publications, there are issues that are still looking for their answer.
An attempt has been made to upgrade the information already known and to deepen the analysis
related to the technology, function, distribution and use of the ceramics group studied. The use of
some kinds of rotating devices is suggested in the making of some of the types of vessels,
especially those whose shapes attempt to resemble pots drained on a potter wheel. It commented
on the organization of production, which implies a domestic or home industry without or with
limited market orientation. It is suggested that vessels with a wider distribution have served as
containers of a product subject to trade.

The place of handmade pottery in the Balkan provinces of Rome was sought in connection with
both ethnic and economic factors of its existence in different historical periods. In some degree,
the existence of two chronological groups of ceramics by hand has also been confirmed for these
territories. While the first is undoubtedly related to the local population and the period of
accession of the Thracian lands to the Roman Empire, the second one may be looking for other
factors besides the ethnic one. Apart from the presence of a “non-Roman” population, which is
often associated with handmade pottery from late antiquity, changed economic conditions can
also be a factor in increasing the quantity of home-made vessels and traditional techniques to
meet needs of the population in conditions hampering access to goods and services.

Ipunoxenue 25. Bone and horn articles from the vicinity of the Western gate of Serdica.

The purpose of this material is to present and analyse articles made of animal bone and horn
discovered during an archaeological survey in the area of the Western Gate of Serdica in the
period 2011 — 2016. During this period, more than 40 whole and fragmented articles made of
animal bone and horn were discovered.

Objects are presented by function — personal possessions for everyday use (decorative pins,
writing utensils, playing aids, toilet accessories), articles relating to manufacturing activities
(textile needles, spindles, pin-beaters), with the provision that the boundaries between the
different categories are not always clear. The techniques of workmanship and decoration were
discussed, and a contextual analysis was made. The artifacts were subjected to trasological
examination. The articles presented do not show deviations from the known typologies for the
respective categories in the literature. They are manufactured of bones of domesticated animals,
deer antlers, and a cochlear is made of ivory. It is suggested to refine the terminology and
interpretation of some of the products.

As for the hair pins, the elements related to their description and classification — head, neck,
body (trunk), tip — are specified. Different opinions regarding their use are discussed.

For the use of such pins as clothes fasteners during Roman period, examples from the Greek
vases are usually given. It is doubtful whether it is appropriate to draw parallels from such a
remote epoch in time.

It has been suggested that some pins without decoration, with two pointed ends, may have been
related to textile crafts and were essentially spindles or pin-beaters. Examples of repairs to
extend the life of the product and /or change the function are presented. It has been suggested
that some of the simplest pins without specifically formed heads are actually recycled needles.

The so-called “sewing needles” have been suggested as “textile” needles, insofar as their use in
the textile production system may have been wider. Regarding sewing, it was noted that the
sewing techniques in the Roman world were probably limited, as most of the garments were
shaped on the loom (Wild 2002: 21--22; 2008, 470-—471), and most of the sewing needles were
made of metal.

Two items (cat. Nos. 37 and 38) have been interpreted hypothetically in relation to textile crafts,
as the so-called pin-beaters. These are devices of various shapes, used mainly in connection with
warp weighted loom, which help to position the threads on the warp and to beat the weft. Such
objects have not yet been recognized at archaeological sites in Bulgaria. Some thicker pins with
two pointed edges may also have performed such functions.
